Healing the Native American Way: An Opportunity
to Improve our Health Education and Health Care

Dr. Lewis Mehl-Madrona, M.D., Ph.D., M.Phil.

We all come from indigenous origins regardless of our heritage. Modern
medicine has largely overthrown these indigenous origins, yet they provided
the essence of healing. We are lucky that some indigenous healing systems
have survived, including traditional Chinese medicine, Ayurvedic medicine,
and Native American medicine. These ancient systems of healing, and their
current practitioners, have much to offer us when we view modern medicine.
They remind us that relationships are important, that time matters, that
community forms the crucible in which healing occurs, and that the stories
that people tell about their iliness makes healing more or less likely. We

will consider how to restore the wisdom of our ancient pathways to our
modern practices of medicine and psychology. Native American healers can teach
us much about healing and transcendence.

Dr. Lewis Mehl-Madrona, M.D., Ph.D., M.Phil., is Director of the Psychopharmacology Program at Argosy University Hawaii, where he is
also Associate Professor of Psychology. He is an adjunct professor of anthropology at Johnson State College in Vermont and is Education
Director for the Coyote Institute for Studies of Change and Transformation, also in Vermont, USA. Dr. Mehl-Madrona is a graduate of
Stanford University School of Medicine, the Psychological Studies Institute in Palo Alto, and Massey University in Palmerston North,

New Zealand. He is American board certified in family medicine and in psychiatry. Between 2005 and 2009 he was Associate Professor
of Family Medicine and Psychiatry at the University of Saskatchewan College of Medicine. Dr. Mehl-Madrona is the author of Coyote
Medicine, Coyote Healing, Coyote Wisdom, Narrative Medicine, and the soon to be released (July 2009), Narrative Psychiatry: healing mind
