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Registration for the CampMed workshops usually opens in early spring. Last year,
we decided to open CampMed to all Northern Ontario high school students in
grades nine (9) through twelve (12). Students were required to have completed
grade nine (9) in order to be eligible to register.
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Since its inception, CampMed has grown significantly! We are currently planning

this year’s workshops with the help of our NOSM Medical Students and our

University Volunteers. Each year we strive to offer new and exciting health- |
science workshops to offer for our campers. CampMed is open to all Northern H
Ontario high school students, giving them the opportunity to learn more about

health sciences.

Live workshops will take place annually during the second and third week of July,
with multiple workshops taking place each day. Our goal is that this experience
will provide mentorship and leadership opportunities for high school students
across Northern Ontario. Previous CampMed workshops include Suturing Skills,
ABC’s of Medicine, Indigenous Medicine, Simulated Patient Interviews, CSI,
Indigenous Determinants of Health, and many more.
